The Tenant, for the sum of $ ______________ and other good and valuable consideration, the receipt of which is hereby acknowledged, agrees with the Landlord to rent the Premises or such part(s) thereof as are now described (circle choices) Hall/Kitchen/Legion Room/Bar on _________________ from ________________to ___________________, for the occasion of _________________________(the Occasion), and further agrees to strictly comply with the following rules and regulations:

1. The Tenant shall upon the execution of this Agreement provide the Landlord with a holding/damage deposit with the amount being determined by the event and the areas required). This holding/damage deposit can be forfeited to the Landlord for the following:

a) The Tenant does not leave the Hall clean to the Landlord’s satisfaction. A list of clean-up duties that are expected following an event are outlined in “Appendix 5” accompanying this agreement
b) Any damage incurred to the Hall or its contents

HOLDING/DAMAGE DEPOSIT IS DUE UPON SIGNING OF THIS AGREEMENT. FULL PAYMENT OF RENTAL IS PAYABLE BY A CHEQUE DATED 4 WEEKS BEFORE THE EVENT.  RECEIPT OF THE HOLDING/DAMAGE DEPOSIT AND POSTDATED CHEQUE AND SIGNING OF THIS AGREEMENT IS TO BE COMPLETED WITHIN 3 WEEKS OF BOOKING. HOLDING/DAMAGE DEPOSIT WILL BE REFUNDED WITHIN TWO WEEKS AFTER THE EVENT IF ALL GUIDELINES ARE FOLLOWED.   HOLDING/DAMAGE DEPOSIT WILL NOT BE REFUNDED IF THE EVENT IS CANCELLED. (_____) initial
2. The Landlord shall not book or hold any part of the Premises for the Tenant until the Tenant duly executes this Agreement and pays the Landlord such deposits as are required herein.
3. The Tenant shall during the Occasion not allow drinks in the designated dance area of the floor. The Tenant will insist quests leave their drinks on the table while dancing. (As this is a Safety Concern) (______) initial
4. The Tenant shall during the Occasion inspect the Premises and shall ensure that all floor surfaces are clean and dry so that no one slips and falls or otherwise injures themselves during the Occasion.
5. THE TENANT SHALL RELEASE, INDEMNITY AND SAVE HARMLESS THE LANDLORD, ITS BOARD MEMBERS, AGENTS, EMPLOYEES, SERVANTS OR ASSIGNS, FROM INJURY, LOSS, DAMAGES, ACCIDENT, DEATH, CLAIM, DEBT, CAUSE OF ACTION, OR OTHERWISE, WHICH TAKES PLACE AT THE PREMISES DURING THE OCCASION BY ANY WAY, REASON, METHOD OR CAUSE, WHATSOEVER AND HOWSOEVER OCCURRING. 6. The Tenant will during the Occasion end the playing of music promptly at 2:30 a.m. 
7. The Tenant, its guest, employees, agents, assigns or others as the Tenant permits on the Premises during the Occasion must vacate premises 2 hours after the bar closes.
8. The PARTIES AGREE THAT THE LANDLORD IS NOT RESPONSBILE FOR LOST, STOLEN OR VANDALISED ITEMS, EITHER INSIDE OR ON THE LANDS ADJACENT THERETO, INCLUDING BUT NOT LIMITED TO PARKING LOTS. (___)initial
9. THE TENANT SHALL IMMEDIATELY VACATE THE PREMISES DURING THE OCCASION, WITHOUT REFUND OR ANY RENTAL MONIES OR DEPOSITS PAID PURSUANT TO THIS AGREEMENT, IF IT VIOLATES OR ALLOWS ITS GUESTS, EMPLOYEES, AGENTS, ASSIGNS OR OTHERS IN ATTENDANCE TO VIOLATE THE TERMS OF THIS AGREEMENT OR THE CONDITIONS OF THE OCCASIONAL PERMIT ISSUED BY THE LIQUOR CONTROL COMMISSION OF MANITOBA.  (___)initial 
10. THE TENANT SHALL NOT ALLOW UNDER NO CIRCUMSTANCES THE USE OF CELEBRATION PAPER AND/OR FOOD PRODUCTS, IE: CONFETTI, METALLIC TABLE CONFETTI, GLOW STICKS, WAX CRAYONS, CONFETTI CANONS, PAPER SHAVINGS, RICE, ETC. ON TABLES OR IN AND/OR AROUND THE PREMISES.  (____) initial
11. The Tenant will not allow any tape IE: (Duct tapes, Tuct tapes (red), Packaging tapes, Scotch tapes, etc.etc.) to be applied to the floors, walls or furnishings inside and/or outside of the building.  The hall manager has tape upon request. (_______) initial
12. The Tenant shall insure the capacity allowance for the Hall and/or Liquor Permit not be exceeded. (_____) initial
13.   TABLES MUST BE WIPED AND DRIED FOR A LEAST A HALF AN HOUR BEFORE PLACING AWAY UNDER THE STAGE AREA.  CHAIRS Must be stack on rolling carts in stacks of 25. FAILURE TO DO THIS WILL RESULT IN A $200 DEDUCTION IN THE HOLDING/DAMAGE DEPOSIT.  (___) initial
14.   IT IS PREFERRED THAT BATTERY OPERATED LIGHTING IS USED. THE HALL WILL ALLOW THE USE OF TEA LIGHTS AS LONG AS THEY ARE CONTAINED IN HOLDERS.  THIS IS ONLY TYPE OF CANDLE LIGHTING THAT IS PERMITTED.  (_____) initial 
15. The Parties Agree the tenant has read and fully understands this Agreement including and not withstanding all and every Appendix associated with and/or to this Rental Agreement. The parties intend this to be a binding contract between them.  They agree further that the appropriate jurisdiction for any dispute arising from this Agreement shall be the Court of Queen’s Bench, Swan River Centre.

· Must know the location of all Fire extinguishers. 

· Must be trained in the use of Fire extinguishers.
· Arrange a pre-function emergency exit information session.

    In an Emergency Call 911 & Town of SR on call phone 204-734 8963
NOTE: If a fire pull station is activated by someone, Emergency Services are not automatically notified. There must be a 911 call to get help!!!!

· Give all requested information to the 911 operator and indicate your intention to evacuate

· A ringing fire alarm may not be enough to begin evacuation. Always assume that a fire alarm is real

· Begin evacuation procedures using a firm yet calm voice; if possible, announce over a loud speaker system. Interrupt all proceedings
· Ask people to REMAIN CALM and go immediately out the nearest SAFE exit in an orderly fashion. Do NOT PANIC the public. 

· Designate any responsible persons to help you

· Point and gesture to the desired exits if necessary

                                                             STAY CALM
· Assist persons at the exits and ask them to meet at the muster point.

      THE MUSTER POINT IS ACROSS 6th AVE N. (West of Main Hall entrance) in the parking lot

· Evacuees must register their party with emergency services.

· If safe, quickly check all areas that were accessible i.e. Washrooms, Kitchen, Stage, sides of Stage and the bar area, to ensure everyone is out.

SAFETY FIRST – DO NOT put yourself in danger. Your primary responsibility is your own safety

· Be sure all outside points of entry are locked so no one can get back in.

· Go to the muster point yourself.

· Try not to let the public leave the Muster point until they register

· It may be necessary to send people to a different location to register. Follow the instructions of the Fire Department

· NEVER allow persons back in until Emergency Services say that it is safe to do so.

                                                A- AIM at the base of the fire

                                                S- SQUEEZE the handle

                                                S- SWEEP the base of the flame


REMEMBER 

A fire extinguisher only gives a few seconds of extinguishing chemical. Use it wisely by maintaining control of the dispensing nozzle before squeezing the handle.

If 1 fire extinguisher does not put out a fire, you should evacuate immediately.

If you have a helper and safe access to another fire extinguisher, then a second may be used if you have the fire under reasonable control.
