Behavioural Expectations for Kidz Kamp 2023

Please ensure you and your child review the following behavioral expectations before sending
them to Kidz Kamp.

Kidz Kamp is a safe, inclusive and fun setting for children to attend in the summer to engage
with new friends and do fun activities.

To ensure the environment is a positive one for each participant and the day camp
instructors, we require the following behaviors.

1. Children are expected to follow instructions given by day camp leader, Rhiana Clelland,
and the summer camp instructors
2. Children are expected to keep their hands and feet to themselves
3. Children are expected to use appropriate and positive language while engaging with
other children and workers
4. Children are expected to participate in activities ran each day

Behaviours that WILL NOT be tolerated at day camp include:

1. Swearing, yelling and other inappropriate language
2. Hitting or kicking
3. Negatively talking back to instructors

**Children who threaten the safety of themselves or others, or are continually disruptive to the
running of the program will be asked to leave for the day, and may be asked to not return**

This summer at Kidz Kamp, we will operate under a “3 Strike Policy”. This policy is as follows:

Incident 1: Verbal Warning: Child will have a discussion about their behavior with day camp
instructor and construct a positive response for the future.

Incident 2: Time Out: Parent will be phoned and notified of the child’s behavior. The child will
be asked to sit out of the activity and will not be allowed to attend any off site activities.

Incident 3: Removal from Programming: Parent will be phoned to come and pick child up from
Kidz Kamp. Depending on the severity of the incidents, child may be asked not to return.

Please review these expectations with your child. Your signature indicates that you have read
and agree with the expectations and measures that will follow if inappropriate behaviors occur.
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
